flowers surounded by gold paper with fold of ribbon streamers. Californa poppies made
from paper may be used if more practicaL. The president's bouquet should be larger than
others.)

Charm Bracelet

(Props: A piece of chai, sprayed gold or silver (or an inexpensive chain belt), gold or silver
charms made from cardboard and covered with foiL. In some cases, I made a disc and glued
the symbol of offce to the disc, such as a miniature pencil, book, gavel, etc. The others were'
shaped from cardboard before covering with foil, such as, the sun, a hand, etc. Al are of
exaggerated size so they can be seen from the audience. Have two people hold the ends of

the chain so the people being installed can hang the chars on the bracelet as they are
being installed.)

I've decided to work with somethig that requies lots of sharng - a char bracelet. Chars
represent thoughtfess, remembrance, somet1ug signcant of a time or place. Af I cal
your name to be installed, please accept the char and pin it on the bracelet.

Parliamentarian: When I think of a charm depicting your offce, I can only think of a hand
- a helping hand, to thumb through and tur the pages of Robert's Rules or the bylaws when
questions ariHe. A pat on the back is also a good way to use a hand.
